AECOM will help create a national certification system for infrastructure in Russia

Roberto Cialone, AECOM MD Russia & East Europe, signed a collaboration agreement with the National
Centre for Development of Public-Private Partnership (PPP) and VEB.RF (State Development Corporation
Russia) to develop a national system of assessment and certification of infrastructure projects reflecting
the Osaka G20 declaration to invest in high-quality infrastructure (Qll).

At present, Russia does not have a unified approach to assessing infrastructure projects before their
implementation. Such system, created in partnership with expert international companies, will

help investors to structure projects in accordance with the principles of Qll and make projects consistent
with the principles of sustainable development and high-quality investments as the norm for the
market.
