KEY CHANGES TO EPR
LEGISLATION AND THEIR IMPACT

ON BUSINESS

In the modern world, humanity faces the unsolvable problem of recycling consumer waste. According to environmentalists', if garbage

is not disposed of on an industrial scale, Russia will run out of space to store garbage at sanitary landfills by 2030.

Such pessimistic forecasts are galvanizing the development
of waste disposal, as well as the search for optimal solutions to
finance changes in the waste recycling system. As part of its
environmental policy, Russia has been implementing various
programs in this area, but the measures it has taken have not
been sufficient due to huge growth rates in waste generation:
48 million tonnes of solid household waste were sent to landfills
in 2010, whereas in 2019 this figure was up to 65 million tonnes.
According to current forecasts, by 2050, Russians will annually
produce and dispose of 108 million tonnes of garbage, unless

ambitious measures are taken to better organize disposal®.

The concept of Extended Producer Responsibility (“EPR")?
has been developed to help governments deal with the rap-
idly growing volume of waste. EPR involves an environmental
policy where responsibility for the disposal of manufactured
products is shifted to the manufacturer at the post-consump-
tion stage*. This system allows the manufacturer/importer to
choose between one of the following options:

- ensure that goods and packaging are disposed of at the end
of their life cycle;

« pay an environmental fee to the federal budget, thereby
compensating the government for the disposal of products.

Russia began implementing this initiative in 2015 with, among
other things, the adoption of a set of documents regulating
the collection of environmental fees. However, the measures
that were taken proved to be ineffective due to the following
reasons:

- manufacturers faced difficulties in choosing a waste dispos-
al company that would have sufficient capacity and proper
accreditation for the disposal of goods and packaging;

+ bad faithimporters evaded payment of the environmental fee;

- insufficient requirements for the level of disposal allowed
the treatment to be considered as disposal;

- the environmental fee system was not particularly pre-
dictable, since there was no long-term plan for changing
recycling standards, which made it difficult to commercially

Inordertoimprove the existing system, on 4 August 2023 sev-
eral amendments were made to Federal Law No. 89-FZ dat-

- To strengthen control and improve the effectiveness of the
new measures, the Amendments stipulated only two possi-
ble options for disposal:

- Starting in 2024, the packaging recycling rate will increase

100% -in 2027). As a result, the government will achieve the
goal of the complete recycling of packaging.

- The Amendments regulate the requirements for waste dis-
posal companies by providing for the creation of a register
of waste disposal companies, as well as the procedure for
their activities. When registering a waste disposal com-
pany, the Federal Environmental, Industrial, and Nuclear
Supervision Service conducts an on-site inspection. These
provisions of the Amendments are specified in new gov-
ernment acts®.

The changes entered into force on 1January 2024.

- Responsibility for the disposal of the packaging of goods
manufactured in the Russian Federation has shifted from
the manufacturers of the packaged goods to the packag-
ing manufacturers. This legislative measure aims to re-
duce the number of entities that are obliged to dispose of
packaging, since the number of manufacturers that pack-
age goods is much larger than packaging manufacturers.
However, a goods manufacturer that packages goods that
it produced itself, including by heating, stretching, and di-
viding them into parts of the package, is not obliged to en-

sure the disposal of waste from the use of such packaging,

. establishing the procedure and form for reporting by manu-
facturers of goods, importers of goods on the mass of goods,
packaging produced in the territory of the Russian Federa-
tion or imported from the member states of the Eurasian
Economic Union;

- establishing rules for reporting by manufacturers of goods,
importers of goods on the implementation of self-disposal
of waste from the use of goods;

- setting the size of the reduction coefficient to the standard
for the disposal of waste from the use of goods to the weight
of the packaging produced, waste from the use of which is
subject to disposal, produced using recycled materials, and
the procedure for confirming the production of goods using
recycled materials;

. establishing the standard form of a surety agreement con-
cluded when importing goods, including packaged goods,
from non-member states of the Eurasian Economic Union,
by the importer of the goods with a legal entity or individual
entrepreneur engaged in waste disposal activities;

- an act that establishes the procedure for confirming the ex-
port, including by third parties, of goods from the Russian
Federation, as well as packaging and waste that are subject
to disposal;

- anact that establishes the procedure and conditions for the
provision of federal budget funds allocated for the payment
of the environmental fee and their use.

In addition, work on legislation on implementing the concept
of a closed-loop economy is currently underway. In particular,
at the active stage of development is an act that will prohibit
the use of polymer goods and certain types of packaging (in-
cluding parts of PET bottles, coffee capsules made from mul-
ticomponent materials, and plastic containers for canned food
with a rolled metal lid)"® due to the complexity of recycling
such goods and packaging, as well as several other acts estab-
lishing the mandatory share of secondary raw materials in the
package.

Thus, recycling legislation is currently being actively reformed
and supplemented. We see that the system of government
acts concerning recycling remains quite fragmented and con-

sists of a large number of secondary acts, which can create dif-

ficulties for implementation, especially for small and medium-
sized businesses, whose staff may not include environmental

regulation specialists.

On the one hand, these changes help significantly reduce
waste storage. At the same time, there are definitely negative
consequences for businesses due to increased costs from the
need to ensure the disposal of goods and/or payment of the
environmental fee, as well as changes in production processes
due to the planned ban on the use of goods and packaging
made from certain materials. In any case, we believe it is cru-
cial for all manufacturers and importers operating in Russia to
closely monitor further developments in legislation concern-
ing recycling, ensure compliance with the requirements that
have already entered into force, and prepare in advance for

the upcoming changes.

EPR REPORTING: WHAT
CHANGES AWAIT PRODUCERS
AND IMPORTERS

On1January 2024, most provisions of Federal Law No.451-FZ “On Amendments to the Federal Law ‘On Production and Consumption

Waste’ and Certain Legislative Acts of the Russian Federation” (Law No. 451-FZ) came into force. This law reformed the extended

producer and importer responsibility (EPR) institution. The legislator has given EPR organizations the opportunity to adapt to the new

regulation. To this end, Law No. 451-FZ includes transitional provisions, the content of which can be summarized as follows: in 2024,

EPR organizations will file reports according to the previous rules with certain modifications.

Until 15 April 2024, manufacturers and importers of goods
included in the lists approved by the Government of the
Russian Federation will have to submit:

- a declaration on the quantity of goods and packaging
released into circulation in the territory of the Russian
Federation in 2023 (previously submitted by 1 April of the
year following the reporting year);

- areport on the fulfillment of recycling standards for goods
and packagingwhoseinitial salein the territory of the Russian
Federation took place in 2022 (previously submitted by
1 April of the year following the reporting year);

. calculation of the environmental fee in respect of goods and
packaging whose initial sale in the territory of the Russian
Federation took place in 2022.

As before, producers submit reports to the territorial body
of Rosprirodnadzor, and importers - to the central office
of Rosprirodnadzor. The report is submitted electronically:
through the unified federal state information system for
registration of waste from the use of goods (EFGIS UOIT) or
on Rosprirodnadzor’s website.

Animportant change will not apply to reporting in 2024, which
shifts the obligation to report on the packaging of goods from
the producer of the relevant goods to the producer of the
packaging. Thatis, for 2023, the packaging of goods will still be
reported by the producer of goods.

The Ministry of Natural Resources has clarified which by-
laws are to be followed when preparing reports (including
calculation of the ecofee) in 2024 for 2023:

- lists of goods and packaging approved by the Government
Order No. 3721-r of 31 December 2020;

- standards for the recycling of waste from the use of goods
established by the Government Order No. 3721-r of 31
December 2020;

- ecofee rates approved by the Government Decree No. 284
of 9 April 2016.

NEW REPORTING PROCEDURES IN 2025

Under the new rules, which will apply for the first time to the
reporting for year 2024 to be submitted in 2025, producers
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OLGA YADRIKHINSKAYA

UNDER THE NEW RULES, PRODUCERS AND IMPORTERS OF GOODS FROM
MEMBER STATES OF THE EURASIAN ECONOMIC UNION WILL BE REQUIRED
TO SUBMIT ALL REPORTING EXCLUSIVELY THROUGH THE UNIFIED
FEDERAL STATE INFORMATION SYSTEM FOR REGISTRATION OF WASTE
FROM THE USE OF GOODS.

and importers of goods from member states of the Eurasian
Economic Union (EAEU) will be required to submit all
reporting exclusively through the EFGIS UQOIT. The Russian
Environmental Operator (REO), a public-law company, has
been appointed as its operator. The reporting period is a
calendaryear. The reports must be submitted by 15 April of the
year following the reporting period.

The relevant provision is ambiguously formulated, which raises
questions about the procedure for its application. Thus, it may
be interpreted in such a way that:

- in 2024, the EPR organization produces/imports goods
subject to EPR and by 15 April 2025 submits reports on the
mass of goods produced/imported;

- in 2025, the EPR organization recycles a certain percentage

of the mass of goods produced/importedin 2024 (according

to the established norm), and by 15 April 2026 submits
reports on the performance of recycling of goods produced/
imported in 2024.

This was the approach to reporting under the previous version
of Law No. 89-FZ. However, as can be inferred from the public
comments of the REO, this approach is planned to be changed
as follows:

. in 2024, the EPR organization produces/imports goods
subject to EPR and by 15 April 2025 reports the mass of
goods produced/imported;

- in 2024, the EPR organization recycles a certain percentage
of the mass of goods produced/imported in the same year
2024 (according to the established norm), and by 15 April
2025 submits reports on recycling of goods produced/
imported in 2024.

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In favor of the second option of interpretation is also the fact
that the transitional provisions of Law No. 451-FZ provide for
the obligation of EPR organizations to additionally report in
2025 under the “old” rules on recycling in respect of goods,
packaging, the primary sale of which in the territory of the
Russian Federation was carried out in 2023.

Summarizing the above, the reporting procedure and types of
documents to be submitted under the EPR for the next 3 years
are as indicated in Table 1:!

IN 2025, PRODUCERS OF PACKAGED GOODS WILL BE
REQUIRED TO REPORT ON PACKAGING

One of the key changes introduced by Law No. 451-FZ
provides that in 2025 producers of packaging of goods
will be required to submit the reports in relation to such
packaging. Producers of packaged goods are exempted from
this obligation.

Law No. 451-FZ specifically regulates the situation when a
manufacturer packs the goods produced by it, including by
heating, pulling, dividing into parts of the package, except for
caseswhenthe said packagingis produced by thismanufacturer
of goods.

The relevant activities performed by the producer of the
goods are not considered to be the production of packaging.
Consequently, the producer of goods has no obligation to
ensure the recycling of waste from the use of that packaging
(unless it produced it itself). Thus, there is also no obligation to
report on its utilization.

The wording of point 6, Article 24.4 of Law No. 89-FZ is not
quite successful, as it contains an open list of packaging
operations (the conjunction “including” is at the beginning of
the enumeration). In this connection, manufacturers of goods
often have questions whether it is necessary to report for a
particular type of packaging, which is not explicitly mentioned
in this norm, but corresponds to the general logic of regulation
(as an example, we can take the combined packaging of
toothbrushes, the components of which are purchased from
different manufacturers, and the assembly is performed
directly at the production of toothbrushes).

In this regard, manufacturers may be encouraged to send
formal enquiries to Rosprirodnadzor in advance in order to
clarify its position with regard to specific types of packaging.

IN 2025, IT WILL BE NECESSARY TO REPORT, AMONG
OTHER THINGS, FOR WRITTEN-OFF OR DEFECTIVE
GOODS

The previous regulation provided that the obligation to ensure
the recycling of waste from the use of goods arose from the
moment of the initial sale of goods in the territory of the

Russian Federation.

As of 1 January 2024, the obligation to recycle goods by
producers of goods arises from the earliest of the following dates:
- the day of shipment (transfer) of goods, packaging;

- thedayofpayment, partial payment against the forthcoming
delivery of goods, packaging;

- the day of shipment (transfer) or the day of payment, partial
payment on account of forthcoming deliveries of goods
in packaging, if packaging is produced for the purpose of
placing own goods in it;

- thedayofwriting off spoilt or defective goods and packaging.

For importers, the moment when the obligation to ensure
the recycling of goods and packaging arises depends on the
countries from which they import them:

« in the case of imports from EAEU member states, such
obligation comes into effect on the day when the packaged
goods are taken into account;

- in the case of imports from states that are not members
of the EAEU until 1 January 2026, such obligation arises
from the day when the goods are released by the customs
authority for domestic consumption;

. in the case of imports from states that are not members
of the EAEU, from 1 January 2026 the importer will have
to pay an ecofee before the day of release of goods for
domestic consumption, or inform about the intention to
independently recycle goods and provide guarantees of
payment of the ecofee (in case the importer fails to ensure
independent recycling of goods).

Thus, while previously manufacturers and importers were not
required to ensure and report on the recycling of written-off

L At the same time, it should be noted that formally the norms of Law No. 451-FZ do not contain the necessary clarifications as to which of the above inter-
pretation options is correct, and the rules for reporting by EPR entities on the performance of recycling of waste from the use of goods, which could clarify

this issue, have not yet been adopted.

SPECIFICS OF REPORTING FOR IMPORTS FROM
COUNTRIES OUTSIDE THE EAEU

The requirements concerning the submission of reports have
been tightened for importers of goods from countries which
are not members of the EAEU. Thus, they are obliged to submit
reports on the weight of imported goods/packaging to the
EFGIS UOIT before the day on which the goods are released
for domestic consumption.

From 1 January 2026, importers planning to carry out
independent recycling will need to attach to these reports:
- a notification of the intention to independently recycle

waste; and

- a bank guarantee of payment of the amount of the ecofee;
or

- a guarantee agreement for the payment of the amount of
the ecofee concluded with a person included in the register

of recycling companies.

At the same time, Law No. 451-FZ provides for the authority of
the Russian Government to conduct an experiment, within the
framework of which certain importers planning independent
recycling will be obliged to submit the above documents until
1January 2026.

The Russian Government also has the right to establish a list
of goods that are critical for the Russian economy. Importers
of such goods from non-EAEU countries will report on the
weight of imported goods under more lenient rules that apply
to importers from EAEU countries.

Importers from non-EAEU countries will report on the
performance of recycling according to the general rules - by
15 April of the year following the reporting period.

PRODUCERS/IMPORTERS OF CERTAIN GOODS ARE
EXEMPTED FROM REPORTING

In accordance with the changes applicable for reporting in
2025, the goods related to defense products supplied under
the state defense order or connected with a state secret or

other restricted information are exempted from the EPR rules.

In addition, as well as before, it is not required to recycle and,
accordingly, to include in reporting data on the recycling in
respect of the following goods:

- usedasraw materials, materials, spare partsand components
in the production of goods included in the lists of goods to
be recycled;

- used in the production of vehicles in respect of which the
ecofee is paid;

- goods exported from the Russian Federation.

Producers and importers of the above goods may be advised
to collect in advance the documents that could confirm
that there is no need to submit recycling reports in respect
of their goods. As practice shows, such documents may be
useful in case Rosprirodnadzor makes claims in connection
with improper failure of producers and importers to fulfil their
obligation to submit recycling reports.

NEW RULES FOR REVIEWING REPORTS

Rosprirodnadzor must, within 90 days from the date of
submission of recycling reports, review such reports, contracts
and acts of recycling and confirm (or refuse to confirm) the
reporting or confirm the reportinginrespect of a different mass
(e.g. in respect of only a part of the mass of goods/packaging
indicated in the reporting).

The law does not specify that the 90-day period specified is a
time limit. Therefore, it can be assumed that Rosprirodnadzor

will be able to raise claims related to unreliable reporting
beyond this period.

Rosprirodnadzor will also compare reporting with
information contained in the EFGIS UOIT and information
systems of other agencies, including the Federal Tax
Service, Federal Customs Service, and official statistical
information. In addition, the law provides for the right of
Rosprirodnadzor to request additional information from
EPR organizations and recycling companies, to conduct
on-site inspections and to involve REOs in conducting

control measures.

Another way to verify the reliability of recycling reporting
provided for by the law allows REOs to analyze the reporting
of recycling to ensure that it is consistent with the information
contained in the EFGIS UOIT. If discrepancies are identified,
the REO informs Rosprirodnadzor.

CONCLUSIONS

Rosprirodnadzor has received a wide range of opportunities
that will allow it to prove the unreliability of reporting on
recycling and to bring EPR organizations to administrative
responsibility on the basis of Article 8.5.1 of the Code of
Administrative Offences, including for the provision of

reporting containing inaccurate information.?

Item 2 of this Article provides for a penalty in the form of
a fine of twice the amount of the ecofee for each group of
goods/packaging for which the EPR organization cannot
prove that it has independently recycled waste. This fine
has no “upper limit” and may reach hundreds of millions of
roubles.

Therefore, EPR organizations should already start preparing
for the 2025 reporting campaign, e.g. engage reliable
recycling companies or independently purchase the
necessary equipment for recycling, and correctly execute
all documents within the framework of the EPR in order to
reduce this risk.

2 Despite the fact that Law No. 89-FZ as amended by Law No. 451-FZ implements the approach according to which the recycling companies to which EPR
organizations delegate the relevant recycling should be responsible for improper recycling (see p. 5 of Article 24.2-2 of Law No. 89-FZ as amended by Law
No. 451-FZ), no corresponding changes were made to Article 8.5.1 of the CAO RF. Thus, at present the subject of administrative liability under Article 8.5.1
remains the person who has submitted inaccurate reporting, i.e. the EPR organization, not the recycling company.

RESPONSIBILITY. HOW TO
DO SELF-RECYCLING?

INTRODUCTION

In 2023, Federal Law No. 451-FZ dated 04.08.2023 “On
Amendments to the Federal Law “On Production and
Consumption Waste” and Certain Legislative Acts of the
Russian Federation” was adopted. The Law stipulates stricter
requirements to the subjects of regulation, especially to non-

EAEU importers and to recyclers.

From 2026, importers from non-EAEU countries will be
required to provide additional guarantees of payment of the
environmental fee in order to prevent situations where the
importer may evade payment of the environmental fee after
the sale of its products. Guarantees may be provided in the
form of a bank guarantee of payment of the environmental
fee or a guarantee agreement. For products subject to the
experiment, these provisions may be introduced earlier
(planned for September 2024; at the time of writing, the
relevant Decree has been under discussion).

From 2024, recyclers are required to be included in a special
register, which will not include all recyclers that have a license
for recycling, but only those that meet the new requirements
for recycling technology and the resulting recycling products.

Also, recyclers will submit interim reports on recycling,
information on electricity consumption and information on
recycling volumes to assess whether recyclers are overstating
volumes.

While the introduction of new administrative procedures
for non-EAEU importers will affect the industry from 2026,
the increased complexity of the legislation concerning
recyclers creates a situation where the number of recyclers
will decrease in 2024. The first half of the current year will
be spent in discussions between recyclers and the regulator
on the inclusion of recycling companies in the register. Then
there may be additional verification activities, including on-
site inspections, which may result in the removal of previously
included recyclers from the register. Only in the second half of
the year it will be possible to see the results of these processes
in the form of a formed and established register and make an
informed decision on who is worth working with.

SUBJECTS OF EPR
The subjects of regulation are:

« producers of goods who carry out production of goods and
packaging in the territory of the Russian Federation;

the right, on the basis of a contract, to entrust a Russian
environmental operator (PPK REO) or an association of
producers and importers to ensure compliance with recycling
standards. The option with REO was not implemented in the
by-laws and was not applied in practice. On the contrary,
the option of working through associations was very much
in demand in the market, and many companies joined
associations that carried out operational work on auditing
suppliers, conducting tender procedures, controlling
fulfilment of obligations, as well as forming closing acts and
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reporting documentation. From 2024, both options have
been excluded from regulation.

Now, there are three main options for EPR execution,

mentioned directly in Law No.89-FZ:

- to pay the environmental fee;

- to conclude a contract with a recycler included in the
register;

- independent execution of EPR.

Options for importers and producers are the same, but the

possibility of their use and the nuances of application depend

on a number of features (Figure 1):

- whethertheimporterisacompany froman EAEU country or
not;

- the date (whetheritis 2026);

- whether the products are under the experiment or not.

The option to work through associations is excluded from
Law No. 89-FZ, but remains in force. The execution of EPR
obligations through associations was previously based on
agency and tripartite agreements and had limited dependence
on Law No. 89-FZ, which did not contain any fundamental
requirements for associations and did not grant them any
significant powers other than the ability to submit reports.

PAYMENT OF AN ENVIRONMENTAL FEE

Companies that do not plan to engage in recycling can pay an
environmental fee. In this case, the main thing is to correctly
calculate the scope of their liability, not to make a mistake in the
payment deadlines and to use the correct wording of regulations.

In 2024, the payment of the environmental fee and the
submission of reports will be made according to the previous

versions of regulations.

It should be takenintoaccountinthe planned budget that due
to changes in the payment terms of the environmental fee, it
should be paid twice in 2025:

- in respect of goods, packaging, the primary sale of which in
the territory of the Russian Federation was carried out from 1
January to 31 December 2023, until 15 April 2025;

- in respect of goods and packaging imported/produced in
2024, in the year following the year of import/production,
i.e.alsountil 15 April 2025.

Accordingly, it is necessary to budget the necessary amounts
and include these costs in the cost of production (Figure 2).

Also in September 2024 an experiment is planned (for tyres,
washing machines, certain types of combined packaging):
if the goods are included in the experiment or it is the year
2026, the importer from a country other than the EAEU shall
pay the environmental fee until the day of release of the
goods into circulation for domestic consumption, unless the
importer of the goods has submitted to the unified federal
state information system for registration of waste from the
use of goods a notification of the intention of independent

recycling.

CONTRACT WITH A RECYCLER

If a company does not plan to pay the environmental fee, it
may hire a specialized recycling company. From 2024, new
requirements are imposed on such companies; they must be
included in a special register. This is a positive development,
as previously the recyclers working with class V waste did not
undergo the licensing procedure, unlike the recyclers working
with classes I-IV waste, who had a license for recycling. This
created problems with Class V waste, as it was impossible
to unambiguously state that the company was performing
recycling and not treatment. There were several dozens
of court proceedings when Rosprirodnadzor insisted that
the recycler, having performed shredding and crushing of
packaging, did not perform recycling. Now there will be no
such problem with hazard class V waste: the recycler included
in the register will already be checked for compliance of its
technology with the recycling requirements.

Despite the fact that the register is generally very useful,
there are some negative aspects. Due to limited resources
of Rosprirodnadzor, it is impossible to carry out an on-site
assessment of all recyclers before inclusion in the register;
the procedure allows inclusion in the register without such an
assessment. If a company has been included in the register of
recyclers, but within 6 months after inclusion in the register
an on-site assessment by Rosprirodnadzor shows that the
recycler did not meet the requirements, the recycler will be
excluded from the register and its recycling acts will most
likely not be recognized. Therefore, it is extremely important
to understand the associated risks and work only with large
andreliable partners, asin the first 6 months it is very likely that
recyclers will provide inaccurate or incomplete information
to the register and will be excluded from the register with all
subsequent risks. It would be most advisable to refrain from
concluding a contract or to conclude a contract with recyclers
with post-payment of services linked to the date of on-site

assessment.

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At the same time, it cannot be assumed that the recycler
included in the register is bona fide. Licensing, certification,
accreditation, third party assessment systems aim at the initial
assessment of compliance with the established criteria of
the object (subject), but do not guarantee that the regulated
object remains compliant with the requirements of the system
for a long period of time. In the most negative scenario,
immediately after inclusion in the register, the recycler may
violate the established requirements and, of course, upon
detection of this fact, the supervisory authorities will exclude
it from the register. Therefore, it is necessary to pay attention
to how long the potential contractor has been operating on
the market, its business reputation, how it has proved itself,
and to conduct periodic self-checks of its documentation and
production sites.

SELF -RECYCLING

Self-recycling can be carried out by creating its own waste
collection system and recycling facilities; the recycling
company must be included in the register. Submitting
information to the register and going through all the necessary
procedures takes quite a long time, so it is necessary to start

such a process in advance.
RECYCLING THROUGH ASSOCIATIONS

Associations of producers and importers, as before, are
assigned the role of consulting company for the selection of
reliable recyclers, audits and assistance in filing reports, only
now this role is historical rather than enshrined in the Law
No. 89-FZ. In fact, they are no different from law firms and

companies providing environmental support for company

>

processes, but they have more practical experience in the
specific area of waste management related to EPR.

Theregisterwillundoubtedly facilitate theindependent search
for recyclers; they will be presented in a systematized form
and initially checked by Rosprirodnadzor, which will eliminate
a significant number of unscrupulous players. Nevertheless,
as noted above, the fact that a recycler is in the register does
not guarantee its bona fide work, which is why the Law No.
89-FZ specifies the conditions for exclusion from the register
of recyclers. Associations, as before, can and will conduct
independent audits and thus reduce the risks of working with

unscrupulous recyclers.

The option of working through associations is especially
relevant for small companies that cannot employ a specialized
ecologist to carry out the necessary audits and submit EPR

reports.

CONCLUSION

The available recycling options themselves have not changed
significantly: as before, it is possible to pay an environmental
fee or to independently execute EPR.

The register of recyclers should increase the transparency
of players on the market and this factor should encourage
companies to engage in independent recycling. Only one
question remains open - whether the number of recyclers
that can be included in the register will be sufficient, since the
new requirements for recyclers (by regulating the recycling
technology and the resulting recycling products) will lead to a

natural reduction in their number.

TOBE ORNOT TO BE...
A RECYCLER OF WASTE FROM
THE USE OF GOODS

Historically, legal entities or individual entrepreneurs who turn waste into raw materials or useful products are called recyclers.

At the same time, there is no definition for recycling in the legislation.

However, in Article 1of the Law on Waste'there is a concept of
“waste recycling” - use of waste for production of goods (prod-
ucts), performance of works, rendering of services, including
reuse of waste.

In addition, there is the concept of “recycling of waste from the
use of goods” - the use of waste from the use of goods and (or)
secondary raw materials obtained from waste from the use of

goods for the production of goods (products).

At the same time, Article 1 of the Law on Environmental Pro-
tection? provides a definition: “secondary raw materials” are
products obtained from secondary resources directly (without
processing) or in accordance with technological processes,
methods and techniques provided for by documents in the
field of standardization of the Russian Federation, which can
be used in the production of other products and (or) other
economic activities.

Accordingly, secondary raw materials are finished products
that do not require recycling and are ready for use in produc-
tion processes.

At the same time, the current version of the law provides for
the possibility of recycling of the finished product - secondary
raw materials. Isn’t recycling simply a production process and
why should producers of products made from secondary raw

materials be called recyclers?

So who is a recycler? The provisions of the Law on Waste
make it clear: a recycler must be included on the register of
recyclers.

At the same time, a recycler of production and consumption
wasteisnot obliged tojointheregister of recyclers, butarecy-
cler of waste from the use of goods (WUG) is required to con-
firm its readiness to fulfil the standards of recycling of waste
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from the use of goods and to comply with all requirements
established by law, otherwise the recycling of waste from the
use of goods will not be recognized by the regulatory author-
ity as fulfilled.

Compliance with the recycling standards is the responsibility
of producers and importers of goods and packaging, i.e. they
need to collect and recycle the volume of waste from the
use of goods and packaging produced, as established by the
Russian Government®. If manufacturers and importers do
not have their own infrastructure for the recycling of WUG,
manufacturers either conclude a contract with a legal entity or
individual entrepreneur that is a recycler and is on the register,
or pay an environmental fee. Importers conclude a contract
of guarantee for payment of monetary sums in the amount
of the environmental fee with a recycler from the register of
recyclers. The funds of the environmental fee will be directed
by the authorized body for the development of the recycling
industry and co-financing of regional projects in this industry*.

In order to be included in the register of persons engaged in
the recycling of WUG, it is necessary to submit an application
to the territorial body of the Federal Service for Supervision
of Natural Resources Management (Rosprirodnadzor) with
all supporting documents and undergo an on-site inspection
to verify the compliance of the declared information with the
established requirements. If a person recycling waste already
has a license for the recycling of hazard classes |-V waste
and the entry in the register of licenses contains information
on goods (products) produced by the licensee using hazard
classes -1V waste, on the equipment and (or) installations
used in the recycling of this waste, and on their production
capacity, it will not be necessary to send additional support-
ing documents, nor will it be necessary to undergo an addi-
tional inspection.

When concluding a contract between the producer/im-
porter of goods and packaging and the recycler, the WUG
codes (corresponding to the federal classification catalogue

of waste codes®), the codes of secondary raw materials and
finished products stipulated by the Converter® should be
carefully checked. Fulfillment of the recycling norms by
means of recycling at the expense of other waste (not from
the same group) will not be recognized as fulfilled. Also the
goods obtained as a result of recycling must correspond to
the types of goods from the Converter, otherwise the recy-
cling certificate issued by the recycler will not be accepted
by Rosprirodnadzor.

However, the Converter contains a rather limited list of both
the types of waste that can be recycled to meet the recycling
standards and the types of goods that can be produced from
them.

If a recycler turns out to be quite creative and comes up with
a new way of recycling some waste to produce a new product,
such recycling will not be counted if the specified waste and
products are not in the Converter.

Currently, the Converter includes among the waste products
that are not WUGs, so adjustments to the Converter may oc-
cur over time. Such changes should be closely monitored to
avoid the Recycling Certificate being deemed incorrect.

In order to confirm the bona fide fulfillment of waste re-
cycling obligations in accordance with the contracts with
producers/importers of goods and packaging, the recycler
should submit quarterly reports on waste used, received and
used recyclable materials and produced goods to the uni-
fied federal classification catalogue of waste’ by the 15th day
of the month following the reporting period, which must be
included in the Converter, as well as on the concluded and
terminated contracts for the recycling, and on the energy re-
sources consumed.

If information is revealed that the received mass of goods from
the recycling exceeds the maximum production capacity of the
recycler or cannot be used in the production of goods (prod-
ucts), taking into account the production cycle, technological
processes, inter-repair periods of equipment, contracts con-
cluded with other legal entities, the recycling act to be issued by
the recycler to the manufacturer/importer will not be accepted
by Rosprirodnadzor, and the responsibility for payment of the
environmental fee will be transferred to the recycler.

It should be taken into account that the fee for recycling ser-
vices, according to the established practice, is up to 30-50%
lower than the rate of payment for the environmental fee.
Thus, having assumed obligations and failed to fulfil them, the
recycler will be obliged to pay the environmental fee for the
unfulfilled volume of recycling at a rate higher than the rate
paid for the recycling itself.

In case of non-payment of the environmental fee due to fail-
ure to ensure recycling two or more times, as well as in case
of refusal to fulfil obligations under the guarantee agreement
concluded with the importer of goods, the recycler may be ex-

cluded from the Register of Recyclers.

It is also important to note that if a recycler has received a li-
cense to carry out activities for the recycling of waste of haz-
ard classes |-V before 1 September 2024, it must undergo the
procedure of initial confirmation of compliance with licensing
requirements after three years from the date of granting the
license or the date of the last scheduled control (supervisory)

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activity in terms of compliance with licensing requirements,
depending on which event occurred later, but not earlier than
1March 20258,

In accordance with the position of Rosprirodnadzor, indicated in
the Letter dated 02.08.2023 No. SZH-10-01-34/27946: “If dur-
ing the periodic confirmation of the compliance of the licensee
with license requirements it will be established that there is no
positive conclusion of the State Environmental Expertise when
carrying out works on the recycling of wastes of hazard classes
I-1V, such a licensee will not be able to confirm the compliance

of its activities with the current license requirements”.

Accordingly, a recycler working with wastes above V class of
hazard is obliged to have a license and undergo the procedure
of the Expertise, including the development of project docu-
mentation, materials and discussions of the object of the State
Environmental Expertise with citizens and public organizations.

Draft technical documentation for new equipment, technol-
ogy, the use of which may have an impact on the environment,
new substances that may enter the environment, pesticides
and agrochemicals are the objects of the State Environmental
Expertise of the federal level. The organization and conduct of
the State Environmental Expert Review at the federal level is
the responsibility of the Central Office of Rosprirodnadzor.

Information for consideration: in 2023, six negative reports
were issued by the State Environmental Expertise for draft
technical documentation on recycling equipment and tech-
nologies, and only two positive reports were issued; in 2022,
there were more applications for the State Environmental
Expertise on the mentioned objects: 16 negative and 12 posi-
tive conclusions; in 2021 - 12 and 13 conclusions respectively;
in 2020 - 9 and 11. Based on these figures, it can be concluded
that, firstly, the number of positive conclusions on recycling
equipment and technologies is smaller relative to negative
conclusions, and secondly, the number of applications in gen-
eralhasdecreasedsignificantlyin2023. Time willshowwhether
it will be possible for recyclers to pass all procedures and ob-
tain a positive conclusion in the future.

It should be remembered that a legal entity carrying out activi-
ties on recycling of waste from WUG, as well as other wastes,

is an object of negative environmental impact and is subject
to the state environmental control (supervision). The object
should be registered in accordance with the Criteria? of attri-
bution of objects that have a negative impact on the environ-
ment, to develop environmental documentation, using elec-
tronic services to submit environmental reporting, as well as to
keep a register of waste movement, which is the main docu-
ment reflecting the receipt of waste and all types of waste han-
dling.

Summarizing the aforementioned, we can say that in order
to become a recycler it is not enough to apply for inclusion
in the register of recyclers and to confirm the compliance of
the production process with the recycling objectives and the
availability of sufficient capacity. It is necessary to carefully
build a chain of receiving waste for recycling purposes and to
use weighing equipment to record each batch, to have sup-
porting documents for each shipment and to track the move-
ment of WUG, secondary raw materials, by-products and final
waste. The chain of transformation of waste should be clearly
in accordance with the technological regulations and have a
transparent calculation - from what volume of waste a certain
volume of final products is produced. All codes and names
of WUG and products must comply with the Converter, and
standardization documents must be obtained for the products
themselves. In addition to contracts for recycling, quarterly re-
ports with the results of activities for the reporting period and
the volume of energy resources used must be submitted. And
when working with wastes of hazard classes |-V, in addition to
thelicense forrecycling of the relevant types of waste, itis nec-
essary to prepare for the requirement of state authorities to
provide a positive opinion of the Expertise on the equipment
and technology. In case of invalidation of the act of recycling,
the recycler may face payment of an environmental fee or ex-
clusion from the register of recyclers with the possibility of re-

inclusion in two years.

And most importantly, it is necessary to keep track of changes
in legislation, as at the time of preparing this article some sig-
nificant regulations have not yet been adopted. Particular at-
tention should be paid to the provisions concerning secondary
raw materials, as secondary raw materials are formed at differ-
ent stages of waste recycling, and there is no practice yet of
the recycling of secondary raw materials.

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EXPERIMENT REQUIRING
IMPORTERS TO ENSURE THE
RECYCLING OF WASTE FROM

USING GOODS

As of 1January 2026, importers of goods (including packaged goods) will be obliged to pay the environmental fee in advance prior

to the customs clearance not under the general procedure (post factum). In this article, we will explore the draft of the Russian

Government decree which approves the procedure for conducting the experiment for assessing the effectiveness of the new

mechanism before the relevant provisions begin to apply in full.

On 1 January 2024, Federal Law No. 451-FZ dated 4 August
2023 (the “Law”) came into force, introducing a number of
significant changes to the Federal Law “On Production and
Consumption Waste” as part of the “extended producer
and importer responsibility” programme currently being

implemented.

Among other things, the Law provides that, effective from
1 January 2026, importers of goods (including packaged
goods) listed' by the Russian Government (the “List”) and
imported from non-member states of the EAEU will be
required to ensure the recycling of waste from using such
goods and packaging from the day of their customs clearance.

An importer may comply with such an obligation either by
paying an environmental fee or by notifying of its intention

to recycle waste on its own providing security for paying

the environmental fee (in the form of a bank guarantee or
suretyship) in case it fails to recycle the waste on its own.

The Law provides two options for recycling waste on one’s own:

- the importer establishes and uses its own recycling
infrastructure; or

- theimporterentersinto arecycling contract with a person or
entity engaged in such business and included in the relevant
register (the “Recycler”).

Therefore, as of 1 January 2026, an importer will be obliged to
pay the environmentalfee (or provide security forits payment -
a bank guarantee or suretyship) in advance prior to the
customs clearance of goods and packaging. Until this date,
importers will continue to pay the environmental fee (or report
on recycling on their own) under the general procedure, i.e.

post factum by 15 April of the year following the reporting one.
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It should also be noted that for the purposes of the above
regulations, an importer means both a person or entity
importing goods for further sale in Russia and a person or
entity purchasing goods for its own needs.

EXPERIMENT

The Law provides that to assess the effectiveness of the new
mechanism requiring importers to ensure the recycling of
waste from using goods, the Russian Government will conduct

an experimentinrelation to certainimported goods on the List.

A draft of the relevant Russian Government decree, which
approves the procedure for conducting the experiment (the
“Draft”), has been recently published.

According to the Draft, the experiment is scheduled to occur
between 1 September 2024 and 1 September 2025 in relation
to the following types of goods (including packaged goods)
imported from non-member states of the EAEU (“Goods”):

- pneumatic tyres and tyre casings;

- household washing machines; and

- consumer packaging made of combined materials based on

paper and cardboard.

As stated in the explanatory note to the Draft, goods and
packaging imported into Russia in the volume sufficient for
representative findings have been selected forthe experiment.

The participants in the experiment include the Ministry of
Natural Resources, the Federal Service for Supervision over
Natural Resource Management (Rosprirodnadzor), the
Federal Customs Service, State-Run Non-Profit Company
“Russian Environmental Operator” and importers of Goods.
The Draft further expressly states that it is mandatory for

importers to take part in the experiment.

According to the Draft, during the experiment, importers
are required, before customs clearance, to submit reports
onthe weight of imported Goods to the unified federal state
information system for registration of waste from the use
of goods (the “System”) and perform one of the following
actions:

- pay the environmental fee and submit data on its payment
to the System;

- submit to the System a notice of intention to recycle the
waste from using Goods ontheirown (the “Notice”), together
with a bank guarantee for payment of the environmental fee
in case the importer fails to recycle the waste on its own; or

- submit the Notice to the System, together with a suretyship
agreement with the Recycler on paying the environmental
fee in case the importer fails to recycle the waste on its own.

The Draft contains no special requirements for a bank
guarantee or suretyship agreement. The Law merely refers to
the general provisions of civil law. It specifies, however, that
such bank guarantees and suretyship agreements shall expire
on or after 15 October of the year following the year in which
they are executed. The Law also provides that the standard
form of a suretyship agreement will be established by the

Ministry of Natural Resources (still to be developed).

It seems that, unless the Law is further amended and until
the standard form of a suretyship agreement is approved,
an importer may determine on its own the terms of a bank
guarantee or suretyship agreement in consultation with
a relevant bank or the Recycler, subject to the above
requirements for amounts to be secured and the validity
period. Itis possible, however, thatin practice certain provisions
of customs or tax law containing detailed requirements for
bank guarantees and suretyship agreements to be executed

as security for customs and tax liabilities, will apply by analogy.

Following their participation in the experiment, importers
shall inform the Ministry of Natural Resources, by 15
September 2025, about any concerns arising in the execution
and submission of reports, Notices, bank guarantees and
suretyship agreements to the System.

No later than 15 September 2025, Rosprirodnadzor shall carry
out a verification (and submit its results to the Ministry of
Natural Resources) in respect of the following data:

. weight of customs-cleared Goods and whether the
environmental fee has been paid for such Goods;

- weight of customs-cleared Goods, for which the importer
has submitted the Notice together with a bank guarantee or
suretyship agreement; and

- whether importers have reported on any recycling made on
their own, and results of verifying such reports.

Interestingly, according to the Draft, the Federal Customs
Service shall submit information on imported Goods to the
System by 15 January 2025. It can be assumed that Goods
imported afterthis date will be consideredin Rosprirodnadzor’s

verification based on importers’ reports only.

Itis planned that the Ministry of Natural Resources will submit
its report analyzing the experiment outcome to the Russian

Government by 1 November 2025. Therefore, unless the
timing of the experiment is shifted, the Russian Government
will have about two months to assess the experiment results
and, if necessary, initiate amendments to the Law.

It is also important to note that, according to the Draft, the
customs authorities’” unawareness that an importer has paid
the environmental fee or submitted the Notice to the System
cannot be a ground for refusal to perform customs clearance

of Goods. As the Law contains no similar condition, it can be
assumed that at the end of the experiment, when the general
provisions of the Law begin to apply, the customs authorities
will require that importers provide an appropriate proof as a
condition for customs clearance.

The Draft contains no releases of importers from liability
for non-compliance with the established rules during the
experiment. Accordingly, based on the general provisions
of the Law, in the event that an importer fails to comply with
its obligation to ensure recycling (e.g. by failing to provide or
providing false information to the System or failing to ensure
recycling onits own), Rosprirodnadzor may issue a prescriptive
order to the importer requiring it to pay the environmental
fee in the appropriate amount. The importer can also be held
administratively liable under Article 8.2 of the Russian Code of
Administrative Offences.

CONCLUSION

The experimentdescribed above can beregarded asatransitional
period before the new mechanism requiring importers to ensure

the recycling of waste from using goods is launched.

It is unlikely that the experiment will result in the repeal of the
relevant provisions of the Law. Instead, adjustments to the
mechanism are probable, aiming to enhance coordination and
interaction among participants.

As noted by Rosprirodnadzor in their comments on the Draft,
one of the primary objectives of the new mechanism is to
combat “grey” importers who neglect to submit reports and

pay environmental fees at all.

However, on the other hand, the scheme implemented in the Law,
where the environmental fee has to be paid in advance, places
importers at a disadvantage compared to local producers, for
whom the previously established general procedure for paying the
environmental fee “on actual basis” remains largely unchanged. In
addition, this may lead to additional delays in customs clearance
of imported goods, as customs authorities are likely to require
importers to prove payment of the environmental fee (or provide
security in the form of a bank guarantee or suretyship).

Itisalsonotyetclearhowwillinglyand onwhatterms banksand
Recyclers will issue bank guarantees and suretyships. There is
a risk that, in the end, advance payment of the environmental
fee will be the only alternative available to importers, inevitably
impacting the final price of imported goods.

GLOBAL EXPERIENCES

1.GLOBALEXPERIENCE: THEEPRSYSTEM AS AN INTEGRAL
PART OF THE TRANSITION TO A CIRCULAR ECONOMY

The essence of the extended producer responsibility (EPR)
mechanism can be expressed as the polluter pays principle
that ensures the implementation of a circular economy in a
selected industry. The manufacturer or importer of goods and
packaging ensures that they are recovered at the end of use or

have to pay an environmental fee.

In all countries where national circular economy (CE)
strategies have already been adopted or are being developed,
EPR systems serve as a key element of these strategies.
However, EPR is an integral, but not the only, prerequisite for
the transition to CE:itrequires anintegrated ecosystem, which
will be discussed in the second part of the paper below.

There are over 400 EPR systems in operation worldwide, of
which around 75% have been established since 2001. A few
successful examples are summarized below.

THE FRENCH CASE (“EUROPEAN MODEL")

Today, in Europe, thereisatendency to broaden the focus from
effective waste management to rethinking the entire product

life cycle and minimizing waste generation by promoting eco-
design and encouraging upstream innovation.

The European model of Extended Producer Responsibility
is structured in such a way that each EU country has private
Producer Responsibility Organizations (PROs) that perform
the functions of collection, recycling and disposal of packaging
waste and actinaccordance with the objectives set at the state
level. It is these Producer Responsibility Organizations that
drive the EPR in the European Union countries. Businesses are
obliged to pay a fee to the PROs for their packaging handling

services.

However, due to differences in national legislation, the
implementation and effectiveness of EPR in different EU
countries remain unbalanced. For example, in France, PROs
are authorized to collect, recycle and dispose of electronic
waste and household appliances, furniture, waste batteries
and other waste. The country’s 2021 Circular Economy Law
encourages businesses, municipalities and consumers to
reduce waste generation and adopt circular business models,
as well as encourage circular consumption patterns. This
approach has brought the country’s EPR to a new level and
expanded the range of products to be gradually covered
by the EPR from 12 types to 23 at once: such categories as
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construction products and materials, mineral and synthetic
oils, catering packaging, etc. were added.

THE PRC CASE (“CHINESE MODEL")

China has been operating an EPR system since 2012 and
implies producers and exporters of certain categories of
goods designated by the government paying contributions
to a special designated fund. The funds collected are used
to subsidize licensed recyclers of these products, while the
amount of the subsidy depends on the amount of waste

recycled.

The development of the EPR mechanismin Chinawas initially
fuelled by the problem of huge volume of waste generated
from electronics and household appliances, since the country
is a known world leader in the production and consumption
of such. Later, when with strong government support China
became the world’s leading producer of equipment for
renewable energy generation as part of the global Net
Zero plan, the EPR system was extended to this area as

well.

The EPR and the strive to transition to CE in China play a
crucial role in global resource efficiency: 84% of the world’s

solar panel production is concentrated in the country. At
the same time, China’s own share of global demand for
solar panels in 2022 was as high as 36%. Back in the 2010s,
China domestically built a full-cycle system for the design,
production and consumption of solar energy infrastructure
components. Due to the currently limited life cycle of such
equipment in conjunction with a global trend towards carbon

neutrality, the issue of recovery of solar energy equipment will
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become more and more relevant year by year. Today, the EPR
system results in manufacturers from industries considering
environmental impacts and incentivizing fostering green
technological innovation within companies.

THE US CASE (“NORTH AMERICAN MODEL")

Only a few years ago, about 70% of plastic waste generated
in the US was sold to China for recycling. In 2017, the Chinese
governmentintroduced the import ban on plastic waste. Thus,
plastic waste began to be exported to other Asian countries or
accumulated in landfills within the States. In both cases, the
plasticwaseitherincinerated orreleasedinto the environment,

thus the issue of recycling remained unresolved.

It was not until 2023 that the first producer responsibility
organization (PRO) called Circular Action Alliance was

launched in the US, organized by major companies such as
Coca-Cola, Unilever, Amazon, etc. The Alliance acts as a PRO
for five states and implements EPR on plastic and paper waste
by charging a fee to product manufacturers. Some states have
developed EPR strategies for hazardous and hard-to-recycle
waste such as batteries, paint and tyres. Furtherimplementation
of EPR remains a priority for a number of states.

2.AN ECOSYSTEM OF THE CIRCULAR ECONOMY
IN RUSSIA: KEPT'S VISION

Based on global best practices, it can be concluded that EPR
is one of the first steps for transitioning to a Circular Economy
model at the country level. However, the key to an effective

and operational circular economy is a comprehensive

systemic implementation of an ecosystem of solutions
consisting of synchronized tools and key stakeholders
with a clear distribution of roles. From Kept’s point of view,
the common efforts of all actors of the system should be
channelled towards the economy’s transition to a circular
model at three levels: state regulation, sectoral initiatives
and fostering implementation of circular solutions. Only
under the condition of synergetic interaction at all the three
levels using mechanisms and tools to ensure transparency
and financing, it is possible to reorient market participants to
the national priority chosen in this area - the transition to a

circular economy (Figure 1).

Now, due to a siloed approach of implementing the circular
economy principles within segregated industries, there
is an eminent number of contradictions and white spots
within different pieces of regulation, so the already existing
instruments and emerging ones should be subject to
harmonization in terms of common terminology, target
indicators and priority areas forimplementation.

ROLES OF KEY PLAYERS IN THE ECOSYSTEM

Level 1. State regulation

Authorities. As part of the transition to a circular economy,
it is necessary to harmonize the understanding of the goals,
objectives and ways of the transition at the legislative and
executive levels. A common terminology should be developed
and established, as a number of concepts central to circular
economy in its essence, such as eco-design, reuse, repurpose,
repair, refurbishment, remanufacturing, etc. are currently
overlooked. Clear guidelines providing insights to innovative
approaches based on world’s best practices (upstream and
downstream innovation, industrial symbiosis, product-as-a-
service systems, take-back programs and reversed logistics,
etc.) and implementation tools (material flow analysis, life cycle
analysis, etc.) should be prescribed and established. Among
the key stakeholders are the relevant ministries (Ministry of
Natural Resources, Ministry of Economy, Ministry of Industry
and Trade, etc.), which should ensure support and development
programmes and perform control and supervision functions. It
is also worth emphasizing the role of the Russian Environmental
Operator in the sphere of waste management.

At the regional level, the government prepares circular
economy development programmes and plans for the
disposal of certain types of waste (municipal solid waste, ash
and slag waste, etc.) with the participation of local and external

stakeholders, which integrate new business processes and
supply chain management tools (use of secondary resources
instead of raw materials, accounting and reporting systems,
marketplaces of secondary resources, materials tracking
techniques, etc.).

Development institutions. State development corporations
provide financing for socio-economic projects and participate
in the implementation of national priority projects.

VEB.RF finances the development of infrastructure and indus-
try, strengthening technological potential and improving peo-
ple’s quality of life. DOM.RF, Rostec, Rosnano, the Industrial
Development Fund, the Agency for Strategic Initiatives, etc.
are focused mainly on the development of specific industries
and technologies that are important for building a CE: green
construction, sustainable agribusiness, technologies for man-

aging hard-to-recycle and hazardous waste, new circular

models and processes (reuse, sharing economy, recycling, etc.).

Inthetarget ecosystem, developmentinstitutions can become
drivers of sectoral development, including the development or
updating of sectoral standards, considering the provisions and
priority areas ofimplementation of CE. Example: integration of
targets, indicators and circular solutionsinto “green standards”
developed by DOM.RF.

Level 2. Industry-specific solutions for circular economy

Consultancy, academic institutions, associations, com-
panies. Depending on sectoral needs, regional policies or
requests from specific organizations, local approaches to im-
plementing CE principles can be developed. Consulting and
academic institutions provide methodological, technical and
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legal expertise and a holistic view on CE tools implementa-

tion.

Companies should adapt existing policies and other corporate
documents and re-engineer business processes and supply
chains to meet new requirements and opportunities.

Level 3. Solution implementation

Certification and verification bodies. Today there are no
special standards in the field of CE in the Russian Federation,
but work on their development is underway. The emergence
of new standards will require verifiers at the national and
international levels. Assurance of compliance with standards,
economic incentives and product certification will ensure

systemic implementation of the circular economy in Russia.

Exchanges, banks play a crucial role in the development of CE,
as they ensure financial support for enterprises implementing
circular business models and practices. Green finance can be used
to stimulate EPR development by providing resources for product
take-back systems, recycling infrastructure and development of

eco-design, circularbusiness models and other upstreaminitiatives.

Following the adoption of key regulations and development
programmesin the CE area, we can expect to see an expansion
of green solutions across the financial sector, which will also
include the new priority areas set out in the forthcoming
Russian federal law on CE.

Supervisory authorities. Supervision of the implementation
of the provisions of the federal law on CE and other state

regulatory and incentive measures.

NEW TOOLS-DRIVERS OF CIRCULAR ECONOMY
DEVELOPMENT

Circular Economy Federal Law

The Russian Ministry of Natural Resources is currently
preparing a draft federal law on circular economy. Its creation
will be crucial for all stakeholders - and first and foremost for
business. The purpose of the law is to form a legal basis for
eco-socio-economic relations in resource handling (including

primary and secondary resources and raw materials) in order to

prevent waste generation, as well as its negative impact on the
environment, and to maximize the conservation of resources
included in economic turnover. The introduction of the law will
launch the process of formation of other instruments.

National and industry standards for circular economy (de-
velopment of new and updating of existing industry stand-
ards in terms of circular economy principles)

Currently there are several initiatives in development. For
example, Rosstandart is developing the first CE standard
with partial application of the international standard ISO/
TC 323 Circular Economy'. New standards are also being
created for the recycling of groups of goods and packaging
by PPK REO. The standards should be developed with the
active participation of business representatives and industry
organizations. These documents aim to:

- reflect the vision set out in the relevant federal law;

. disseminate new approaches;

- increase the effectiveness of the implementation of activities.

Library of Circular Solutions for industries:

- reflects the range of innovative solutions for industries (to
be developed) as well as best available technologies (BAT, in
Russian NDT);

+ helps building industrial symbiosis (solutions from one
industry contribute to the goals of another);

- serves as a knowledge base for business and processes
transformation across sectors.

Secondary resources exchange:

- linking with the EPR mechanism will help expand the trading
volume of the existing secondary resources exchange;

. expanding the functionality of the existing secondary
resources exchange can be done by connecting industry
platforms, including those managing flows of secondary
resources with higher added value resources, such as
construction products and materials (not waste): structural
elements, units, parts of buildings and structures; electrical
engineering elements and components; furniture, etc.

Verification and certification systems:
- ensure compliance with standards;
- guarantee the quality of applied solutions;

- ensure transparency of the implementation of measures.

The volume of Russia’s GDP for 2023, according to the first
estimate, amounted to RUB 171 trillion in current prices.
According to the Economic Development Minister Maxim
Reshetnikov, the economy growth is based on consumer and
investment demand. According to the Ministry’s estimate,
Russia’s GDP in December 2023 grew by 4.6% yoy; in the
fourth quarter - by 5.1% yoy.

INDUSTRIAL PRODUCTION

Industrial production in 2023 grew by 3.5% y/y. This is one of
the highest results over the last decade (except for the post-
COVID recovery growth in 2021).

The main positive contribution to the results of 2023 was made
by the growth of manufacturing industry output (+7.5% yoy).
Domesticdemand-orientedindustries grew atahigherrate -they
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showed a +9.2% yoy growth in 2023. Export-oriented industries
also showed positive rates - output growth by +3.2% yoy.

The machine-building complex showed record rates of +21.1%
yoy. The growth was driven by high dynamics of all sub-sectors:
production of computer and electronic equipment (+32.8%
yoy), othervehicles (+25.5% yoy), electrical equipment (+19.0%
yoy), automotive production (+13.6% yoy).

The dynamics of the metallurgical complexin 2023 amounted
to +9.3% yoy. As for the industry as a whole, this is the highest
growth rate in more than 10 years. By the end of the year, the
growth of the chemical industry amounted to +5.0% yoy.

The oil refining complex at the end of 2023 demonstrated
growth of +2.6% yoy. Production dynamics of the extractive
industry amountedto-1.3%yoy. The key factoris the voluntary

reduction in oil production throughout the past year.

EXTERNAL TRADE STATISTICS

The foreign trade surplus of the Russian Federation decreased
2.4 times in 2023 (to USD 140 billion), according to data from
the Federal Customs Service of Russia. Exports decreased by
28.3% (to USD 425 billion), imports increased by 11.7% (to USD
285 billion) in the reporting period. Thus, the trade turnover of

the Russian Federation for 2023 decreased by 19.4% (to USD
710 billion).

In 2023, Russia’s exports to European countries plummeted
by 68% (to USD 84.9 billion), imports in the reporting period
decreased by 12.3% (to USD 78.5 billion). At the same time,
Russia increased exports to Asian countries by 5.6% (to USD
306.6billion),importsincreased by 29.2% (to USD 187.5 billion).
Trade with African states is also on the rise: exports increased
by 42.9% (to USD 21.2 billion), imports - by 8.6% (to USD 3.4
billion). At the same time, Russian exports to the countries of
North and South America decreased by 40.4% (to USD 12.2
billion), imports - by 11% (to USD 15 billion).

In 2023, Russia’s exports of mineral products fell by 33.6% (to
USD 260.1 billion), metals and metal products fell by 15.1% to
(USD 60.0 billion), chemical products fell by 35.2% (to USD
27.2 billion), machinery, equipment, vehicles and other goods
fell by 25.5% (to USD 22.9 billion), wood and pulp and paper
products fell by 29.7% (to USD 9.9 billion).

In 2023, Russia’s imports of machinery, vehicle equipment
and other goods increased by 24.1% (to USD 145.8 billion),
textiles, textile products and footwear - increased by 21.4%
(to USD 19.1 billion), mineral products - increased by 5.1% (to
USD 5.6 billion).

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MIGRATION LEGISLATION

At the beginning of 2024, the Russian Government Order
No. 30-r dated 16.01.2024 was adopted, which approved the
action plan for the implementation of the Concept of State
Migration Policy of the Russian Federation in 2024-2025. For
the AEB Migration Committee, this plan is also a reference
point for further work, as some of the proposed measures may
potentially affect the legal situation of foreign citizens arriving
in Russia.

In particular, it is planned to:

- expand the list of states whose citizens have access to a
single electronic visa (including work visas);

. organize measures to inform and advise employers hiring
foreign nationals on compliance with labour legislation and
on the protection of theirrights;

- create a digital profile of a foreign citizen;

. conduct an experiment, including testing the collection
of biometric data of foreign citizens at checkpoints across
the state border of the Russian Federation at airports of the
Moscow transport air hub;

. create a relocation mechanism within the framework of
a programme to facilitate the relocation of businesses of
foreign citizens living abroad to the Russian Federation;

. introduce mandatory consular registration of Russian

citizens living abroad.

In addition, a central issue for AEB remains the preservation
of preferences for highly qualified foreign specialists working
in Russia, as well as the specifics of their stay in Russia. There
is an ongoing dialogue on this issue with representatives of
the Ministry of Internal Affairs and the Ministry of Economic
Development.

SEED IMPORT QUOTAS

Since the beginning of 2023, the mechanism of introducing
quotas for the import of agricultural seeds into the Russian
Federation has been under discussion. Undoubtedly, the
increasing trend of import substitution in agriculture aimed at
ensuring Russia’s food security is understandable. However,
such a mechanism at the same time carries a number of risks,
to which AEB has drawn attention during repeated meetings
with representatives of the Russian Ministry of Agriculture.

In the countries that are major suppliers of seeds to Russia,
seed production is a highly technological and therefore
very expensive process. The formation of seed production
volumes, including exports to other countries, is carried out in
accordance with carefully prepared and approved production
plans with a breakdown by importing countries. In addition,
Russia still lacks domestic crop seeds for a number of target
areas important for the food industry.

As a result of active discussions, the Russian Government
Resolution No. 72 dated January 27, 2024 was adopted, by
which Russia imposed temporary restrictions on the import of
certain types of seeds from unfriendly countries. The Order of
the Ministry of Agriculture of Russia dated 14.02.2024 on the
distribution of the volume of imported seeds of agricultural
crops under the quota was published as a follow-up to the
Resolution. The total volume of imported seeds under the

quota willamount to 33.1thousand tons.
